Lampasas County is under an excessive heat warning                                                       
until 9pm tomorrow.  

Today: Look for it to be sunny and hot with a high temperature 
topping out near 106°. The SW wind will be near 5-10 mph with 
possible gusts of 20 mph. 

Tonight: Tonight brings mostly clear skies and a  low temperature  
near 78°. The wind will be S at 10-15 mph gusting to 25 mph. 

Tuesday: Sunny skies with a high temperature forecast near 106°.

Homicide in Kempner 
According to a press release from                            
the Lampasas County Sheriff’s Office on 
July 14th at 9:31am Gisela Nena called the 
Sheriff’s Dept. regarding her step-son                   
attempting to gain entry to her residence 
located on the 500 block of Apache St. in 
Kempner. Deputies responded, (Deputy 
Barrera and Deputy Faubion) viewed              
camera footage and confirmed the suspect 
was walking around outside and went to 
look for him. He was identified as 28 year 
old Carson Nena (pictured). They observed him to be carrying 
what they thought was a pool stick. They did not locate him.  

Later that day at 3:45pm a 911 call was received from an                        
anonymous person stating that there was a man lying on the ground 
at that residence, and he appeared to have been beat up. The same 
deputies responded  at 4:09pm and confirmed a man lying on the 
ground identified as Myer Nena with injuries to his face and head. 
Mrs. Nena was located inside on the floor with severe injuries to 
her face and head. The caller refused to wait for deputies. Both 
patients were transported to trauma units.  

Aggravated assault warrants,. were issued for the arrest of Carson 
Nena (as well as a search warrant). The bond is $250,00 on each 
charge.  

At 8:40pm Friday, the Sheriff’s Dept. received a call and the          
person reported his mother had seen a suspect matching Nena’s 
descripton running in between homes in the same 500 block area. 

Sheriff’s Deputies located Nena and he was taken into custody, 
transported to Advent Hospital and checked for injuries and then 
taken to jail  

He is booked in on 2 charges of aggravated assault of a family 
member with a weapon.  

Mayor JW Wilkerson of Kempner released in a press release                    
yesterday that Myer Nena had passed away and that Mrs. Nena 
was currently in the  ICU.  

 Lampasas ISD Gearing Up                   
for New School Year  
Lampasas ISD District Wide new student registration will take 
place this Wednesday, July 19th at Lampasas High School                      
from 9am-6pm. 

For the student, parents need to bring a certified birth certificate,  
a copy of the student’s social security card, and current                              
immunization records and, if applicable, a withdrawal form,                   
transcript, final report card and/or other educational records from 
the last school the student attended. 

Parents need to bring an approved photo ID (state issued driver’s 
license, Texas State ID, a passport with current address                                   
or a military or government issued ID. 

Parents also need to bring proof of residency. The approved       
documents include: A bill or a statement within the last 30 days 
that indicates the address in the parent/guardian’s name. A lease 
or contract for the residential address in the parent/guardian’s 
name is acceptable. We must have documentation of a binding 
agreement to reside at a residence within a specified timeframe. 
Additional documentation may be required to verify residency.                    
A notarized signed/dated “Verification of Address From Property 
Owner” affidavit with whom the student lives, along 
with acceptable documentation of                                                                     
residency for homeowner/lessee.

ERCOT Issues 2nd                    
Weather Watch for 2023 
An ERCOT Weather Watch is an advance notification of                             
forecasted significant weather with higher demand. Grid                          
conditions are expected to be normal, and ERCOT has enough 
supply to meet demand. There is not a current expectation of an 
energy emergency. 

ERCOT has issued a Weather Watch for July 16-18 due to                                           
forecasted higher temperatures, higher electrical demand, and the 
potential for lower reserves. Grid conditions are expected to be 
normal and can be monitored on ERCOT dashboards.  

ERCOT reached a record high demand for energy on Thursday 
July 13th of 81,406 megawatts. The demand is expected to reach 
85,932 megawatts tomorrow afternoon.
