The Lampasas Badgers Varsity defeated 
Pflugerville Connally last night with a 
score of 36-28 and a total offense                           
of 420 yards.   

Reed Jerome was 10 of 17 for 132 yards, 
2 touchdowns, and 16 rushes for 103 
yards and a touchdown. Ty Johnson has 2 receptions for 60 yards 
and a touchdown. Bryson Roberts had 2 catches for 45 yards and 
a touchdown. (Bryson also made the ESPN Sportscenter top 10 
at #2 this morning!) 

In the rushing game, Jett Walker had 21 carries for 139 yards 
and 2 touchdowns, Haegan Oncken had 3 carries for 32 yards 
and KJ Reed carried 4 times for 14 yards.  

The Badgers sit on top of District 13 with a 4-0 record. Taylor, 
Burnet, Davenport and Canyon Lake trail at 1-2 each and                         
Marble Falls is 0-3. Next week the Badgers Travel to Wimberley 
to take on the 3-0 Texans Friday night.

During his                           
third-grade year, he 
dropped out so he could 
help support them, until 
he was drafted                        
at 17-years-old.
